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5 ABORIGINAL SACRED CAVES & KATA TJUTA
Rise early this morning to watch the beautiful desert sunrise over Ayers Rock. See some of the many Aboriginal

In late afternoon, arrive at the sunset viewing area for drinks and canapes as you witness the striking 
color changes that can take place on the world’s largest monolith – Uluru.

The 360-degree bird’s-eye view takes in the Three Sisters, 
Katoomba Falls, Mount Solitary, and the never-ending expanse of the Jamison Valley. Time to return to Sydney for dinner.

Suggested Packing
